UNAFFILIATED DRESSAGE RULES 2009/10
The competitions are run in accordance with British Dressage rules. Classes
will run in parallel with our affiliated British Dressage competitions and will be
judged by Listed BD judges. All riders must wear a hat that complies with
current safety standards.

Class 1 is a RESTRICTED Preliminary Class; horses with British Dressage
points are not entitled to enter. Riders that have competed at Medium level or
above (affiliated or unaffiliated) are not entitled to enter.

Vehicles are parked at owners own risk. Competitors and spectators attend
the shows at their own risk. The Equestrian Centre and organisers cannot be
held responsible for any accident, injury or iliness to horses, ponies, owners,
riders, grooms or any other person or animal or property whatsoever.

Withdrawals will be accepted and entry money refunded if notified to the
Secretary before the closing date for the relevant show. The organiser has the
right to cancel any class or to divide any class if necessary and to refuse any
entry. If a show is cancelled refunds will be made after deduction of expenses.

All dogs must be kept on leads at all times. Horse and dog droppings must be
cleared up into buckets provided.

HOW TO FIND US

Turn right and continue for approx 1
mile, take 3" right when reaching the Ashwellthorpe sign just before the Kings
Head Public House. Take 1% right and follow for half a mile. Poplar Farm is
the first entrance on the left directly after the white barn conversion. No
vehicles should turn at the Bird in Hand Public House to go into the village.
